Information about fostering medicals

The medical is not a stand-alone document that goes to panel because the Fostering service complete an assessment   which includes health and medical information. The medical is a statutory check which feeds into the assessment.  The Social Worker will go through the information on health that is self-reported from the applicant/carer, cross reference information from the medical and take into account advice from the medical advisor to form an analysis on suitability.  There are also a number of other checks completed that are analysed to make a recommendation on suitability.  Panel are not decision makers but have a quality assurance role and make a recommendation on suitability. It is the Agency Decision Maker in the Service that makes a decision after taking into account panel’s recommendation  and  can also access all lateral checks if required.
