We can
confirm that the Staffordshire and Stoke-on-Trent Integrated Care Board can provide
the following information.

1. I am writing to request a copy of the information you hold specifying what
consultations were held, and what these consultations found, that led to the
decision to remove funding and therefore close the mental health services
offered by brighter futures.

2. | am writing to request this information as myself and many service users
feel we were not consulted publicly before this decision was made and would
like to understand what consultations we may have missed that took place.

The ICB is currently reviewing its Voluntary Community and Social Enterprise (VCSE)
grants and contracts.

The aim of the review is to ensure investments are aligned to the ICB priorities and
are serving the needs of our population. A number of criteria are being applied to
assess any impact on urgent and emergency care services, service users and patient
outcomes. There is also a consideration not to shift any costs onto our system
partners.

A letter to all organisations who currently receive grants or who have contracts with
the ICB was sent on the 315t March 2024 to outline the process and timeframe.

At present, no notice has been given to any organisation to withdraw funding or stop
services, but if a decision is made to end or reduce a grant or contract, then reasonable
timescales will be offered to support the transition for organisations and services
users.
