There is some but relatively limited interoperability between primary care, mental
health, community, social care and acute IT systems at present. There are advanced
plans to address this, with an ‘integrated EPR’ Outline Business Case due to be
completed at the end of July 2024. A soft market test has also been conducted through
June/July 2024, the results of which will be incorporated into the Outline Business
Case.
